I. WHAT IS THE ILLINOIS JUNIOR CLASSICAL LEAGUE NORTH?
The Illinois Junior Classical League North is an organization composed of junior high and high school students. It is made up of local chapters that are contained in the northern part of the state. Its purpose is to encourage an interest in and an appreciation of the language, literature and culture of ancient Greece and Rome and to impart an understanding of the debt of our own culture to that of Classical antiquity. 
II. IJCL NORTH EXECUTIVE BOARD
· There are six executive board members that are elected annually at the state convention. The offices are: President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, Parliamentarian, and Historian. 
· All officers should fulfill the duties of their jobs as defined in the IJCL North Constitution

· A meeting should be held once a month and all board members must attend. 

III. SENIOR STATE CHAIRMAN AND JUNIOR-STATE CHAIRMAN
· The Illinois Junior Classical League has a Senior State Chairman and a Junior-State Chairman. 
· The Junior-State Chairman serves for two years and then takes over as the Senior State Chairman for two years. 
· The two should work together to advise the state officers at officer meetings , oversee all fiscal responsibilities, assist local sponsors in solving chapter problems, and arrange a way of transportation for the national convention. 
IV.LOCAL IJCL NORTH CHAPTER
· Only five members and one sponsor are needed to start a chapter. 
· The sponsor has the responsibility to make sure that chapter is in good standing with IJCL North and NJCL. 
· Sponsor must be a member in good standing of the Illinois Classical Conference.

· Chapters should hold regular meetings and educate their community on the benefits of studying classics. 

· Funds to operate a local chapter can be obtained in several ways: dues, donations, grants, and/or money making projects. 

· Service projects are encouraged for a local chapter to take part of.

V. PROBLEMS WITH STATE/LOCAL CHAIR
· Any grievance against a Sponsor or State/Provincial Chairman should be handled within IJCL North among the several teachers involved. 

· Any Sponsor or State Chairman may be removed from his position for any of the following:
1. Serious negligence of duties as defined in the IJCL North Constitution ;
2. Inability to prove good standing with IJCL North or National JCL;
3. Moral turpitude at any JCL function, including but not limited to drunkenness, providing drugs or alcohol to students or condoning consumption of same, sexual relations with a student, and misuse of JCL funds.
· A resolution to remove a Sponsor or State Chairman may be introduced by a petition bearing the signatures of at least three sponsors from IJCL North. That Sponsor or State Chairman shall be guaranteed an opportunity for an adequate defense, not to exceed thirty ( 30) days  after the respect of the resolution, by telephone, by mail, or in person, to all the JCL sponsors in that state. A two-thirds vote of those sponsors who have heard the defense shall be necessary for removal. Failure to present a defense will automatically result in removal.

· Any person thus removed may not sponsor a JCL chapter again nor serve as State Chairman again unless he can produce an argument satisfactory to the JCL sponsors of his state that the previous lack of discretion is unlikely to happen again. 

VI. VOTING PROVILEGES
· Any delegation whose chapter is a member in good standing with IJCL North may cast votes in the elections at the IJCL North Convention. Good Standing is defined as chapter has no outstanding debt or unpaid dues to IJCL North. Delegations not in good standing are not eligible to vote.
VII. GUIDELINES: SEEKING AND HOLDING IJCL NORTH OFFICE
· An IJCL North member should keep the following in mind if he is interesting in running for an IJCL North office:

1. Must have attended at least one IJCL North Convention;
2. Cannot be a postgraduate student or anticipate a mid-term graduation;
3. His chapter must be in good standing with IJCL North;
4. Cannot run for an office that his delegation held the previous year.
· The candidate must mail his nomination form (found in the Appendix) to the IJCL State Chair by the designated date in the IJCL North Convention Packet. 

· The candidate must give a speech at the Nominations Committee with at least ten (10) percent of his school’s delegation present. 

· If a candidate is approved at the Nominations Committee, he must give a speech at the General Assembly. 
· No campaign can begin till after Nominations Committee. Amount spent campaigning materials cannot exceed $30. 
· Candidates must participate in a question and answer forum.

· Installation takes place at the final General Assembly. 

VIII.IJCL NORTH CONTESTS
· There are four (4) contest categories at the Convention: Graphic Arts, Creative Arts, Academic, Team.

· The specific guidelines for each contest may vary and will be published in the annual Convention packet. 

XI. SCHOLARSHIPS

· Currently, the IJCL North sponsors one scholarship, The Lois Dion Scholarship Award. IJCL North awards a $200 Scholarship to a deserving Latin student at the annual convention. The recipient must be a graduating senior with a good academic and personal record, enthusiasm for the classics, and a history of involvement in JCL and the local Latin/Classics Clubs. 

· This award is named in honor of Lois Dion, long time IJCL State Sponsor, and a retired teacher from the District 230 schools.
